Slovenia  
Partnering with FBCA & IMB 

Partner with FBCA commissioned workers for outreach, evangelism, and church planting in 
Slovenia. Build relationships with individuals, following up with team contacts, host weekly 
sports night, lead camps, and participate with the local church. You will be immersed and live 
sent in a world where Christ is not known.

Costs 
~$3300 
Included: training, flights, travel insurance, on-the-ground transportation, food, hotel, and ministry funds. Not included in the cost 
is a valid passport, COVID tests for travel, vaccinations, tourist fees, and excess spending money.  Individual scholarship is already 
included in the cost.  

 

Spain  
Partnering with FBCA, Norwegian Mission Society, Arab Ministries in Spain  

Partner with an international team from Egypt, U.S. (including FBCA commissioned workers), 
Argentina, Venezuela, and Spain to work among North-African immigrants in the Barcelona 
region. This team leads two cultural centers that focus on immigrant integration into Spain. 
These centers provide activities such as: teaching reading and writing, playgroups for children, 
therapy groups, sport activities, language courses in Spanish and English, and homework club. 
You will be integrated into this team to use your gifts to bless the North-African people, as well 
as serving at the Arabic-speaking church in the city.  
 
Additional Requirements  

• Basic knowledge and understanding of Spanish 
• Age requirement - 20+ years or significant experience living away from home  
• Extra Training Sessions in the Summer
