The goal is to facilitate a few touch points outside of your group time and to generate some excitement about growing closer to Christ together.


Each phrase below is written in less than 140 characters, making it ideal for Instagram or texting. Use the provided content as is or edit it to allow for your personal touches (e.g., your youth ministry's name as a hashtag, any specific location or time-sensitive messages, etc.).
See a message you want to use? There are a few ways to go about utilizing it, such as:

· Copying the message from this document and pasting it into a new Instagram post or tweet.

· Retyping the message into your phone and sending it to students as a group text.

Use these suggested messages to communicate with your students directly. You’ll notice there is lesson-specific content, as well as some general content.

· Send pre-lesson: What’s it look like to pay a price for following Christ? Come to youth group this week to find out. 

· Send post-lesson: If you feel like you could be more closely identified with Christ, you can do something about that today. Don’t wait.

· Send pre-lesson: We’re going to have a great discussion about Jesus and persecution. Don’t miss it.

· Send post-lesson: Accept the challenge to stand up for Christ! Who knows . . . You might draw someone to Christ that way.

Lesson 34

· Send pre-lesson: Don’t miss our last study about Persecution! It’ll be a great discussion. See you then.

· Send post-lesson: Look for what you can learn from being persecuted for your faith. Trust God to be with you through any tough experiences.

General

· A message to gather feedback: Thanks for joining us in youth group! Remember to let what we talked about shine through in your day-to-day life.
· A reminder about keeping up with the student devotions: Make sure you make time to spend with God in the Word this week. Your Persecution devotions will help!
· Some selected verses from the study you could send sometime between lessons
